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How to reach downtown Marrakech from the Marrakech- Menara Airport?      

��� �  
The majority of the hotels are about a 15-minute drive from the Marrakech-
Menera airport. You can either use a small taxi or “grand taxi” to go to your 
Hotel. The small taxis have meters and the fee will vary with distance (maximum 
70 to 90 DH from the airport). The fee for a ‘grand taxi (Mercedes) should be 
negotiated with the chauffeur. A bus is also available in the airport until 10 pm 
(20 DH, Euro2) and goes through Mohamed VI Avenue where most of the 
conference hotels are located. 
 
How to reach Marrakech from Casablanca Mohammed V a irport? 

��� �  
Participants who booked their flights to Casablanca Mohammed V airport and 
who wish not to take connecting flight to Marrakech are advised to make their trip 
to Marrakech by train to enjoy the landscape of the country. Although this trip is 
long (at least 3h and 30 minutes by train), it is cheaper and safer than taking a taxi 
or a bus. 
 

The train departs from the airport every hour starting from 6:00 am until midnight 
(no train is available at 11 pm). You can pay for your train ticket to Marrakech in 
the airport train station. You have to get off at the Oasis train station after about a 
23-minute trip to change the train to Marrakech. 
 

The departure from this station to Marrakech is every two hours starting from 
4:58 am to 6:58 pm. The duration of the trip to Marrakech is 3 hours.   
 

The ticket costs 125 DH (Euro12,5) for the first class and 85 DH (Euro8,5) for the 
second class (also comfortable).. The ticket from the airport to Oasis station will 
cost around 30 DH (Euro3).  
 

A taxi from the Casablanca airport to any destination in Casablanca will cost 250 
DH (25 Euros!!). Therefore, after midnight, or when it will not be possible to 
catch the last train to Marrakech (after 7 pm) it is suggested to spend the Night in 
the Atlas Airport Hotel (about 1km away from the airport). Information and 
reservation can be obtained at:

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Transportation in Marrakech 

��� � Taxis ��� �  
 

Small (petit) taxi: the small beige colored taxis can take you to any destination 
inside the city including the airport (except of course the narrow alleys of the old 
city!). They all have meters and the base charge is 6 DH (0.5 euro).  
Grand taxi: Reserved for tourists, they are very comfortable and they are usually 
parked in front of hotels or in the airport parking lot.  
The hotels located in Mohammed VI Avenue are about 15 minutes drive from the 
Marrakech Ménara airport. Use either a small taxi or ‘grand taxi’ to go to the 
Hotel. The fee for a large taxi can be negotiated. 
 

Large collective taxis: They are cheap but they transport up 6 persons and go to 
specific destinations (lines). There are also collective taxis that can take you to the 
country side and to rural centers like Ourika, Asni, Atlas Mountains  ...). These 
are available at the “Lalla Rkia” taxi station in and you have to take a small taxi to 
get there.  
 

��� � Busses ��� �  
 

The main bus station is not far from Djemaâ Elfna Square in front of the “Arsat El 
Bik” Garden.  Several lines go throughout the city. You can also take the bus 
from the Marrakech Menara Airport to downtown Marrakech (about 2 Euros). 
Most of the city busses are air-conditioned and comfortable.

They leave from the regional bus station (Gare Routière) in Bab Doukkala. For 
comfort, regularity and safety it is advised to take the CTM busses (CTM main 
station) or Supra-Tour busses (near the train station) or to travel by train when 
available.  
 
City-Tour Busses:  
Tour busses (red in color) are available from several points of the city.  
 
��� � Horse carriages 
 

More than 150 horse-drawn carriages are parked southwest of Djemaâ Elfna 
Square (in front of Club Med), place de la Liberté, (at the junction between 
l'Hivernage and Guéliz) and in Bab Doukkala. The prices are posted.  
 

��� � Car rental  
The largest international car rental agencies are locally available; there are more 
than one hundred car rental places ready to serve you. You can also contact 
PAMPA Voyage Travel Agency in this regard.

Several rental places and certain hotels offer rental of bicycles and scooters to 
discover the medina and the city.
